A 1 mile hike took 
us to Old Harry’s 
Rock, a chalk cliff 

stack at the end of the Foreland headland.  From here students could see as far 
as Poole Harbour  and the Isle of Wight.   We then moved on to Swanage Bay, 
Lulworth Cove, Durdle Door—a natural arch in the limestone cliff. 
Students studied and sketched the landforms and completed map skills. We 
also visited Portland an island off Weymouth, Chesil Beach—a tombolo (a 
shingle beach that connects Portland to the mainland) where students studied 
coastal flooding defences. 
 
Students will now be able to dazzle their friends and family with their knowledge of coastal 
landforms! 

Jurassic Coast By Mr Drew, Geography 

Recently Mrs Knapp, Head of RS, accompanied 4 A level students to Auschwitz in Poland as 
part of the ‘Lessons from the Holocaust’  project.  “It was a very moving experience for the 
students,” said Mrs Knapp, “which has prompted them to organise something at the school for 
the Holocaust Memorial Day in January.”

The Big Draw project took place between 30th September  
and 16th October 2010. 
It was a collaborative community project involving all three 
of our primary partnership schools, Kingsham, Portfield, 
and Central. The project was jointly planned and delivered 
with local artist Joe Worthington. This allowed for a far 
greater number of pupils to take part and strengthen links 
with the wider artistic community in Chichester, as Joe 
plays a major role in the ‘I am Joy’ arts group. 
The theme of the project was ‘Future Cities’ and involved 
pupils drawing the façade of a building on to a cardboard 
box. The boxes would then be combined in the main hall at 

CHSG to create a favela style city. 
 
At Kingsham Primary School every 
pupil contributed to the project so the 
drawing tasks were differentiated to 
suit age and ability. For example 
Reception and Years 1 and 2 worked 
on flat card to create simple skylines 
using collage and drawing. Years 5 
and 6 pupils were able to develop 
more complex 3-D designs using 
sculptural techniques and mixed media 
drawing approaches. 

 
 Pupils were also shown images of Brazilian 
favelas to provide an insight into the living 
conditions of different cultural groups. Joe’s 
experience of actually visiting a favela in Sao 
Paolo resulted in an intensive Q&A session 
with Years 5 and 6.  
Lunchtime making sessions were also held at 
CHSG to encourage girls to attend the event. 
Lauren Lockyear from 9D took charge of 
styling the city on the Saturday 
using her extensive collection 
of Lego people! 

 
All pupils were invited to take part in 
the construction process on Saturday 
16th October,and the event was 
publicised through the Big Draw 
website to encourage all areas of the 
local community to attend. The event 
was filmed and can now be seen in 
dramatic fast forward on DVD. The 
final construction remained on show in 
school for the next week. The project 
has inspired another local primary 
school (The March in Westhampnett) 
to create a similar style city at their 
school.
