Gifted and Talented_Chinese By Rachel Beaves Year 8

Recently | took part in a course for Gifted and Talented
students: it was an introduction to Chinese. The course
consisted of a brief introduction into the fascinating Chinese
culture and language.

Students can watch and listen online in school or at home if they wish.They can choose to
download the podcasts onto a computer at home, and then synchronise them with their iPod
or iPhone, which means at last they can use their mobile devices for learning!

GCSEPod podcasts normally retail at between £1.50 to £4.00 each. However these are FREE
to all our students as they now have unlimited access for their personal use only, as long as
they access the materials via the school VLE.

The ‘Ever Wondered Why' road show visits schools around the country providing a
programme of stimulating, engaging and interactive sessions for pupils.

Year 9 pupils recently enjoyed a physics session looking at light and states of matter from
gases, solids and liquids to particles. Pupils were woken at the start of the show by a loud
bang from a hydrogen balloon. They then saw at close hand the effects of liquid nitrogen
when it comes in to contact with a piece of rubber: the rubber became solid and was then
hammered very vigorously by pupils into small pieces!

Pupils really enjoyed the airsucker filled with smoke, especially the dustbin sized one that
sent out large cloud rings of smoke across the theatre.

Pupils from Portfield School visited CHSG for a science lesson, getting a real taste of the
style of science lessons they could look forward to when they move to secondary school.
They were treated to exploding hydrogen balloons, had hands on experience of using

Bunsen burners and carrying out their own tests on hydrogen, carbon dioxide and oxygen.

One pupil commented “I never realised science could be so much fun!”

St Anthony’s Special School visited our
school for a science lesson on the
electromagnetic spectrum. They were

shown and got involved in many experiments
and demonstrations based around radioactive
sources, xray pictures and infrared camera
pictures.
