‘Exam and Revision Success’ programme 
 
Over recent years we have increased our focus on girls who have the potential to achieve 
well at GCSE but are in danger of not doing so.  As part of this we have put into place a 
range of new initiatives. 
 
One of these begins on February 1st.  It is a course called “Exam and Revision Success”.  
This will be run by two Advanced Skills Teachers, Mr Roman and Mrs Wiggins.  Girls will 
attend a series of five sessions, each of which will last for a single lesson (50 minutes).  
They will take place on the following dates:

The course has been designed to motivate the students and show them ways in which they 
can improve their GCSE results.
